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Introduction. 

F48a is part of a collection of papers deposited in the Archives Department, 
U .C .D. by hr and Hrs Ruarai Brugha in November 1979. The collection has been 
divided into t hree parts. P48a consists of the papers of llary EcSwiney, P4cb 
of the papers of her brother Terence HcSwiney, while P48c includes the 
workii'..g papers and correspondence of Terence EcSwiney' s biographers, I:tienette 
Beuque and Hoirin Chevasse. 

r,fury fi~acSwiney was born in London on 27 :.1arch, 1d72, the eldest of 
nine children two of whom, :!<.:Ugene a."1d John, died in inf2ncy. The others 
were Catherine, Peter, Terry (Terence), ;,rargaret, Anne cilld John. :ler parents 
were John MacSwiney and r~iary Anne ·,'/iE:inson. 'i'h e family returned to Ireland 
when }.~ary W?.s six years old. l{er father entered into a partnership with his 
father-in-la'N in a toba cco and s nuff fact ory. 'The venture wa s however unsucc­
essful, and when the business collapsed, John }flacSwiney decided to go to 
Australia where he had some relatives, amongst them his father's cousin, 
Dr. lv1urphy, the Arc hbishop of Tasmania. "Nhile it had been hoped that his 
health would improve, this was not to be the CR.se a."1d he died in :M:eHJOurne 
on 17 October, 1695· J,Iary i;IacSwiney was to receive support from t.ustralia 
and Dr. Mannix, Arch bishop of Melbourne, wa s involved in st. Ita's School, 
(P48a/25)• 

Mary was educated first at St. !.'arie 's of the Isle School, and when 
St. Angela's Opened she WP..S transferred there, attending from the first day 
of its ope ning. Her education was, ho;vever, dogged by the i l l f ortune of her 
delicate health. S.."le inju red h·~r fo~ t on h e :r ?irst Com;;IUn ion day, an·i t::-:cP­
injury troubled her greatly thereafter, necessitating several periods of 
hospitalization and interruption of school work. At one time s ::.e s pent 
almost a year in hospital. In ti1e end t lle foot had to be amputated from 
above the a~~le joint and she had to wear a surgic2 l boot. 

It w~s very difficult for the family to make ends meet financially a.~d 

Ma,ry, Ca.therine, Terence and Fe ter were forced to work to supplement the f amily 
income. Mary herself, at the age of twenty, worked briefly at a private high 
school in England and then in France. She then decided to go to Cambridge and 
study for the University Teaching Diploma. On leavi ng Cambridge at the turn of 
the century, she taue;ht at nillside Convent, Farnborough (see P48a/3), and in 
1904 she left to take up a post in t he Benedictine Convent in Ventnor. It was 
at this stage that her mother died and : .. rary a s s umed headship of the family. 
In 1906 she left V~ntnor, accepting 2 pos t at St. Angela's Ursuline High School, 
of wh ich she wa s a past pupil. She r emained t he re u.YJ.til dismissed in 1916. In 
the meantime she had furthered her studies with the ~oyal University of 
Ireland. 

;,1ary became interested in the suffragette movement and was heavily critic­
ized by Sinn Feiners for joining the Cork branc h of the Suffragette organization. 
She did not, however, join Sinn Fein until the Ard Fheis of 1917, because she 
argued that it was not a completely Republican move ment (papers relating to her 
activities in Sinn Fein are to be found at J:>4 ~a/ 36-108). Only when in 1917 the 
Sinn Fein emphasis tilted towards Republicanism did she then join. She was 
throughout her life totally devoted to t::1e concept of a sovereign independent 
Republic, and her later disagreement with E. de Valera was a reflection of this 
uncompromising stand against any dilution of this principle. 

In 1914 she was instrumental in t:1~ formation of a Cork branch of Cumann 
na mEan and was to hold t he post of vice-president of t ne national orgar1ization 
for many yea rs. This as pect of ner R.ctivities is refl e cted in P48a/8-24. 
During the war years she worked hand in hand witn her brother Terence, and 
their activities were inseparable. Terence l a ter bec2JTle Lord :,:ayor of Cork, 
while at the same time ivi2.ry s a t on t he Governing Body of Cork University. 
Her political involvement led to her dis miss2.l from St. Angela's -<fter she had 
been brieflr arrested and imprisoned follo?ling the :.~as ter Rising of 1916. 
(See P4da/7)• Together with her sister t nnie s he t hen f ou.nd.ed st. Ita's School 
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wnich opened its doora in September 1916 with 30 pupils. She remained involved 
in the school throQghout her life. 

The death of Terence whilst on hunger strike was a profound experience for 
~~ry and the family. She was invited to Washington to present evidence before 
an American commission which was investigating conditions in Ireland, and left 
Ireland on 3 December 1 :no. She is said to have 'nade a profound impression 
during that visit, and Earnon de ValerR, who was in :'se ica at the ti:ne but had 
been recalled to Ireland, asked her to stay on and complete his lecturing 
engagements. She lectured all over .America, the main thrust of her activities 
being to mobilize support for ti:1e Re _,.,ublican cause. She subsequently made 
another tour of America Ln 1925. Papers relating to her American activities are 
at P4da/114-189. 

lfhile on her first Americ&~ tour she had been elected to the Second Dail, 
and was rec2lled to Irehmd to take part in the Treaty negotiations that were 
taking place. She was very critical of the compromises she saw being made, 
and made many speeche3 both in the Dail and outside, emphasizing the need to 
uphold the Republican ideal. P4ba/251-353 shows her extensive involvement. 
She went on hunger strike twice when imprisoned by the governing authorities. 
In 1922 she was imprisoned in ?,:ountjoy for 24 days by the Free State, and when 
after 13 da;y-s her sister Annie visited her and was refused admission, she also 
went on hunger strike outside the prison gates where she remained day and 
night. r,:ary 's second hunger strike lasted for 21 days while she was in Kil­
mainham gaol. The use of the hunger strike as a political weapon was heavily 
condemned by the Church, and a bitter controcersy arose over this and the 
Church's lack of support for the Republic<m cause in general. This is documented 
in the papers P48a/190-232. 

As events in Ireland unfolded l;ar:f found herself increasingly at variance 
with some of her allies. She continued to stand by her ideals, and found herself 
unable to participate in Fianna Fail ;illd wrote bitter letters to de Valera 
assuring him that his attempts to smash the Irish Republican Army would not 
succeed. !,iary was a prolific writer, and files of her letters to the editor 
and articles (P4ea/375-457) are testimony to this. She was a~ excellent public 
speaker, ;c,ided by her competent grasp of Irish, English, European and American 
history, which enabled her to draw parallels. 

!:TE.r:f died in 1 at the ag>: of ?1Iost of the biographical 
details of her life concentrate on the period before 1925 when she had her 
greatest impact. A biographical text by her sister, ,:other ;.:c>rg;:.ret )tacSwiney, 
is at P48a/462, and details of her life can also be found in tr.':'l bock ?..ebel 
Irishwomen, written in 1935 by R.:J.. Fox, and published in Dublin nd Cork by 
the Talbot Press Limited. 

!Vhile the papers have been arranged in relation to the main are;:.,s of 
activity of .~ary .MacSwiney, the groupings are not rigid, and the papecs are 
very much interrelated. ,;here an ori(Sinal order w2..s discernible - for example, 
if there wc:s a file relating to an individual or to a specific issue such as 
election deposits ,.. this order has been preserved even though some of the papers 
of the same individual mBy be found elsewhere. I11ost of the correspondence 
has been arranged chronologically within the main areas of her activities. 

In the section dealing with Dail Eireann, the ()ccur:ance of the terms 
'Government' and 'Dail Eireann' miLht in some instances be confusing, since 
there was both a Free state government and Dail a.nd an 'alternative I Republic::>n 
government a.~d Dail after 1923 (see P4oa/236). E.owever, such confuAion mie:.ht 
be avoided bv close attention to the context of the material It was 
preferable to keep all the Dail Eire2nn papers together, rather than separate 
them into 'Free State' and'Republican' Dail papers or into pre- or post-1922 
papers, since they are, in the context of the I•"I8.r<J MacSwiney collection, an 
integral unit.
