resolutions adopted by members of Sinn Fein at a meeting in New
York. 1p

24 September 1914 Two typescript copy circulars

issued to members of the Irish
Volunteers concerning the statement made by John Redmond that it
is ‘the duty of the Irish Volunteers to take foreign services under a
government which is not Irish.” As this was done without prior
consultation with the Provincial Committee of the Volunteers it is
now declared that Redmond is no longer entitled, through his
twenty-five nominees, to any place in the administration and
guidance of the Irish Volunteers Organisation. Lists the agenda for
the next meeting..

October 1914 Letter from Bulmer Hobson,

Honorary Secretary of the Irish
Volunteers, enclosing an agenda for their first convention and a draft
of the proposed constitution of the Irish Volunteers to be submitted
to the convention by the Provisional Committee.

Committee of the Irish Volunteers,
entitled The Present Crisis’ concerning the orders of banishment of
four organising instructors and prominent officers of the Irish
Volunteers ‘without trial of any kind, without cause stated,

September-October 1915 Two copy letters from MacNeill to
Dr. Starkie Resident

Commissioner, Board of National Education, concerning the order
his Department issued to Jeremiah O’Connell, Filemore Boys School,
Cahirciveen, to cease all connection with the Irish Volunteer
organisation in which it claimed this organisation ‘is openly hostile
to the government of Ireland and the recruitment for the forces of the
crown’ and concerning the suspension of his salary ‘until he had
satisfied them that he had ceased all connection with the Irish
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Volunteers.” A large number of the teachers under the Board (of
Education), however, have been and still are permitted to become
and remain members of the Ulster Volunteer Force. As the
Department does not substantiate their claim about the Irish
Volunteers, MacNeill states that it ‘is clearly engaged in an invasion
of public privacy’ and its action is ‘lawless, oppressive and
intolerable.’ 10pp

No date Manuscript notes concerning a

‘rather fiery letter’ MacNeill
received from a volunteer criticising his advice not to rush into any
acts of ‘hasty, undisciplined and foolish violence’ having read into
this advice ‘a great deal more’ than MacNeill had meant.

25 February 1918 Typescript letter from David Lloyd

George to Sir Horace Plunkett
chairman of the Irish Convention on Home Rule regarding
discussions with representatives of this convention. Discusses a
number of issues such as the transfer of customs and excise
services to an Irish Legislature, and the establishment of a Royal
Commission to re-examine financial relations between Great Britain
and Ireland. Concludes that there ‘seems to be within the reach of
the Convention, the possibility of obtaining a settlement which will
lay the foundations of a new era in the government both of Ireland
and of Great Britain.’ 2pp
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10 22 January 1918 Typescript handbill entitled
‘Suppressed By Censor’ relating to
a letter sent to, and censored by a Dublin daily newspaper. Concerns
remarks made by Canon Quinn at the UIL (United Irish League)
Convention regarding Sinn Fein. Addresses the issue of conscription
and states that ‘the very Rev Canon possibly believes that Irish
blood, like freedom is all right when showered on foreign lands.’

11 11 June 1918 A typescript address on vegetable
parchment ‘To the President of the
United States of America’ (Woodrow Wilson) protesting against the
introduction of conscription in Ireland and outlining attempts by the
British government to ‘inflame prejudice’ against Ireland in this
matter.” This address was given at the Mansion House and signed by
Lawrence O'Neill, Lord Mayor of Dublin, and chairman of ‘a
conference of Representative Irishmen’ including John Dillon, T M
Healy and William O’Brien. Thomas Kelly and John MacNeill are also
included and are ‘meeting in the place of E de Valera and Arthur
Griffith, deported 18 May 1918 to separate prisons in England
without trial or accusation, communication with whom has been cut
off.’ 11pp

Examination of this system of
election. Includes a typescript copy article entitled ‘How to make a
minority govern a majority under proportional representation’ and a
newspaper cutting from the Free-man’s Journal entitled ‘Preparing
for “PR” — Model Election Conducted Before Dublin Audience.’

‘decided falling-off when compared with other years.’

Prisoners: Reports outlining the
conditions and the treatment of prisoners by the Provisional
Government; descriptions of conditions in a number of prisons such
as Wellington Barracks where ‘over-crowding and insanitary
conditions continue’ and where there is ‘brutal ill-treatment of
prisoners’; list of those prisoners wounded or killed within these
prisons; Prison News, critical of ‘the latest clumsy experiment in
imperial tactics of the Provisional Government- their effort to “divide
and conquer” the Republican Ranks.’ 3 items

III. Industry and Commerce

28 May 1923 Copy letter from Thos A
McLoughlin to Fred Allen,
Secretary, Ministry of Industry and Commerce, concerning his recent
inquiry re the financing of municipal electrical schemes in Germany
and ‘all information possible re German experience and methods
with a view to securing for our country the most efficient government
guidance.’ Discusses the overland network of power stations existing
in Germany and mentions a proposed article on ‘The development of
electrical power in Germany and its lesson for Ireland.’” Includes
manuscript note signed by McLoughlin stating that ‘it is very
important to secure a proper Govt policy on the matter in Ireland.’

Counsellor at Law to CJ
O’Callaghan BSc, Fairfield Liverpool enclosing letter of
recommendation, not attached from Mr. O’Neill of the General Tire
and Rubber Co. stating that O’Callaghan is a ‘live wire and a good
business man.’

Proposes the
employment of a Trade Agent who would ‘explore every possible
avenue likely to strengthen Ireland’s trading relations’ and states
that were the Ministry to agree with this case he would be glad to act
at Liverpool in the capacity of Irish Trade Agent.

1923 Copy of the Saorstat Eireann

Public Safety (Emergency Powers)
(No. 2) Bill 1923 and of the Public Safety (Emergency Powers) Act
1923 which is ‘an act to provide for the preservation of Public Safety
and the protection of person and property and for matters connected
therewith or arising out of the present emergency.” (to come into
effect 1 August 1923) 12pp

14 March 1924 Copy of memorandum of the
Executive Head of the Ministry of
Finance, Seosamh O’Braonain regarding the proposal to give
immediate relief to agriculture by relieving farmers during the next
financial year from a proportion of their rates.

Minister for Education enclosing a
copy of a memorandum responding to a memorandum sent to the
Executive Council by the representative of the Ministry of Finance on
the report of the Committee set up to examine whether the proposals
put forward by this Ministry in connection with rates for the year
1924 /25 are financially and administratively practicable.

1924- Two ‘confidential’ letters from P

Coffey, Maynooth College, to
MacNeill concerning economic and financial policy in Ireland and
relating to rejected financial proposals which he and a colleague put
before President Cosgrave in 1922.

10 November 1923 Newspaper cutting from the Irish

Independent entitled ‘Mr. Johnson’s
Statement’ concerning Mary MacSwiney’s Request to [Thomas]
Johnson asking for ‘day and date and personnel of any Republican
deputations who went to him or his party [Labour] officially to ask
them to call a general strike.’ 1p

VII. League of Nations

1 October 1923 Newspaper cutting from The

Morning Post entitled ‘The Chance
of a Lifetime’ concerning the Imperial Conference, 1 October 1923.
Alludes to ‘the complete equality and entire freedom’ here in
considering affairs but also mentions the ‘pitiful lack of policy on the
part of the host —the Imperial Government’ in the past and states
that the history of the conference ‘shoes that from the beginning
almost until now it has failed of great achievement principally
because the British Government opposed its negative to every
constructive proposal put forward by the Dominions.’

the address of Briand’s memorandum to all the European members
of the League of Nations and his efforts to ensure the inclusion of the
Saorstat.

urged that the “Northern” Education Act be amended to ensure that
Protestant teachers be appointed to teach Protestant children.

MacNeill, Minister for Education
concerning a proposed statement about appointments in education
and attaching a newspaper cutting from the Northern Whig, Belfast,
entitled ‘The Southern Minority’ consisting of a letter to the editor
from the Bishop of Cashel. He gives wholehearted support to the
Free State Government but is critical of those officials who had, ‘in
their zeal for the extension of the Irish language, done harm to
education, been unjust to deserving officials of all creeds, and unfair
to a very important section of the community.” Lester inquiries
whether or not this is a good enough cue for MacNeill in relation to
his proposed statement. 1p

11 September 1929 Newspaper cutting from The Irish

Times entitled ‘Education: A
Contrast’ dealing with the progress of education in the North as
shown in the report of the Northern Ministry of Education for 1928 -
1929 and comparing it with the situation in the Free State where
‘the needs of liberal education and the best interests of youth are
being sacrificed to the official cult of Irish.” As a result, ‘the Northern
boy who seeks a livelihood abroad may hope to leave his Free State
competitor “at the post.” 1p

19 September 1922 Typescript copy of a Dail question

raised by Tomas O’Connaill
concerning the ‘unsatisfactory state of affairs’ with regard to
secondary teachers having no pensions and no security of tenure.
Reply by [MacNeill] the Minister for Education stating that Reforms
in secondary education must occupy the attention of this Dail as
soon as the national position permits.’ 1p

26 January 1923 Typescript copy letter to MacNeill,

Minister for Education, from the
office of the President [of the Executive Council] concerning an
enclosure (not attached) from The New York Times Company.
