International Pre-Master's Pathway Programmes offer a one-trimester
(Certificate) option starting in January or a two-trimester (Diploma) option
beginning in September. Students take English for Academic Purposes and
subject-specific modules, plus options in thesis preparation, cultural studies,
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and creative thinking, preparing them for UCD master's programmes.
