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Introduction

This is an extremely important part of planning your ongoing Architecture studies. All students are required to make decisions in relation
to their Programme pathway in both Stage 3 and Stage 4 of the Bachelor of Architectural Science Degree.

The following describes the decision points:

Current Stage 3 Bachelor of Architectural Science Student Choice:
A. Exit with a 3-Year BSc Architectural Science Degree (Exit Award) and leave UCD after successful completion of Stage 3.
B. Progress to Stage 4 of the 4-Year Bachelor of Architectural Science Degree

Current Stage 4 Bachelor of Architectural Science Student Choice:

A. Progress to Stage 2 of the Master of Architecture Degree. By choosing this option, your Stage 4 modules/credits will be
mapped to your Master of Architecture Stage 1 record and you will retrospectively be awarded the 3-year BSc
Architectural Science Degree.

B. Conclude my UCD Architecture studies and exit with a 4-Year Bachelor of Architectural Science Degree.

In a small number of cases, students will not meet the progression criteria, either due to an incomplete Stage (failed/incomplete
modules/credits) or due to not meeting Stage GPA requirements (Stage 3 or Stage 4 GPA of 2.8 for automatic progression to MArch
Stage 2).

In this case, the student will receive an email confirming that they do not meet the eligibility requirements for your progression choice -
see example below. The Engineering & Architecture College Office will be able to offer guidance to students in this instance.
