Should | buy a new laptop? Not yet!!

If you have an existing laptop or can use an existing laptop for a minimum of 30 hours per week it will probably be fine for
the modules in Stage 1. Start using what you have and upgrade later if necessary, that way you have a better laptop later in

the programme, when you need it most.
