We will keep your data for six years after the Summer School Completion for reporting 
the funding body for the IKC3 Scholarship. 

The above data is required to make an application to the International Sustainability 
Summer School and to access eligibility for the IKC3 Scholarship. 

Who has access to the information and who we share it with? 

Internal access: The personal data collected from you will be accessed by UCD School 
of Biosystems and Food Engineering. 

External access: The IKC3 Summer School Scholarship is processed by University 
College Dublin from funding  provided by the Higher Education Authority. In the case of 
an audit by the Higher Education Authority, they may need to verify applications and 
associated documentation to ensure appropriate allocation of funds.
