The capacity to develop planning and urban
design solutions, to analyse them critically and
to provide gquidance in regard to their
implementation is one for which there is a
growing demand. Furthermore, urban design
lies at the inferface of architecture and urban
planning, with both disciplines confributing
complementary but contrasting approaches to
urban design theory and practice. In this
context, the MSc Planning, Development &
Urban Design has been specifically tailored to
enable fully-qualified architects to further
