Application Procedure

The competitive award will be judged by a selection committee; applications will be judged by
academic qualifications and professional suitability for the Masters in Anglo-Irish Literature and
Drama programme. Candidates must have completed a Bachelors programme to high honours level
in a Brazilian university in a degree in Literature or Letters by date of application, and may be
currently enrolled in or have completed a Masters degree in English. Candidates must also meet all
criteria for acceptance to UCD’s Master programmes in English (including provision of academic
transcripts and successful completion of UCD English language requirements; see below).
