EDI Supports and Guidance

EDI work with key support services that are available to UCD employees:

The Mental Health and Wellbeing Support Colleagues: this peer support group
was established to support employees who may be feeling overwhelmed at any
stage of their lives or are concerned about their mental health and wellbeing. The
Support Colleagues provide non-judgemental, confidential support and information
to employees on a strictly confidential basis and are available for a chat or to find out
more about available support. All members have been trained in Mental Health First
Aid.

The Parent Buddies support employees preparing to be parents, going on and/or
returning from maternity, adoption, paternity leave, parental leave or with children
of any age. The Buddy programme is an informal arrangement connecting you
with employees to give advice and tips on preparing for parenthood and balancing
parenting with your career.

The Dignity & Respect Support Colleagues are fully trained diverse employees who
provide support and a listening ear on a voluntary basis. They provide non-directive
and non-judgemental support and information to employees experiencing difficulties
of a bullying, harassment and/or sexual misconduct nature on a strictly confidential
basis.

The dedicated Dignity & Respect Support Service, consisting of three full-time
Support Advisers, works proactively with employees and students who disclose issues
of bullying, harassment or sexual misconduct, and those who are reported for such
issues. The Advisers, who are experienced and trained to support, respond and advise
on all reports of a dignity and respect nature, will provide you with a supportive,
confidential environment in which to discuss the issues and will support you to make
a decision that is right for you and your situation.

The EDI Unit also regularly provides guidance on a number of EDI topics. Visit the

EDI website to access our inclusive recruitment tips, guidelines for visibility of under-
represented groups and for inclusive events and communication, resources on cultural
awareness, our anti-racism campaign, Athena Swan for Schools, support for parents
and carers, equality impact assessments and a lot more.
