Directed at well-qualified graduates in law 
and associated disciplines, this programme 
offers a deeper understanding of the inter-
relationship between these two topics, which 
have increasing global significance in the future 
development of law. 

The School has established links with the 
UCD School of Computer Science and 
Informatics to promote greater understanding 
in the information technology area. Faculty 
members in the Sutherland School of Law are 
internationally published, world-renowned 
experts who are frequently called upon for 
media commentary and opinion. Their areas of 
research have covered all of the major subjects 
of the area from internet filtering to data 
protection of confidential information.

Classes for this programme are taught 
in the state-of-the-art Sutherland 
School of Law  which is located on the 
lively and vibrant UCD Belfield Campus, 
adjacent to a number of modern student 
accommodation blocks. The iconic facility 
brings all the teaching, research and 
professional development activity of the 
Law School together into a single building. 
It is the first purpose-built university Law 
School in Ireland.

• This programme is intended for applicants 
with a Law degree, or an interdisciplinary 
degree in which law was a major 
component. An upper second class 
honours, or international equivalent is 
required.

• Applicants holding a Graduate Diploma in 
Law can be considered.

• Exemption may be given to those with 
significant, relevant, practical experience 
or those with a relevant graduate qualifi 
cation.

• Applicants whose first language is not 
English must also demonstrate English 
language profi ciency of IELTS 6.5 (no 
band less than 6.0 and 6.5 in reading and 
writing), or equivalent.
