is offering an MA that provides philosophical
training in Ethics, as well as enabling students
to experience a context for professional Ethics
through inter-disciplinary elements of the
programme. Ethics is understood broadly as the
study of how to act well, and includes elements
of moral philosophy and political/social theory.

 This programme is intended for students
with a primary degree in Philosophy, or
in another degree that has significant
philosophical components; an upper
second class honours, or international
equivalent is required.

+ Candidates with an upper second class
honours in a postgraduate conversion
course such as a Higher Diploma in
Philosophy may be considered. MA
students may be required to attend an
interview either via Zoom or in person.

+ Applicants whose first language is not
English must also demonstrate English
language proficiency of IELTS 6.5 (no
band less than 6.0 in each element),
orequivalent.
