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Introduction

The Masters of Arts in Philosophy and Public
Affairs is is a one-year interdisciplinary
programme (or two years part-time), designed
to offer graduates of either philosophy or the
social sciences (politics, economics, history) the
opportunity to study some of the many areas of
overlap between the disciplines, and especially
to explore foundational questions in public
policy formulation. The innovative programme
mixes the abstract and the applied, with half
the modules from the School of Philosophy, and
half from existing MA modules offered by the
School of Politics and International Relations,

MA
students may be required to attend an
interview either via Zoom or in person.

+ Applicants whose first language is not
English must also demonstrate English
language proficiency of IELTS 6.5 (noband
less than 6.0 in each element), or
equivalent.
