My request still says ‘Submitted, for Review’, when will my
record change?

Requests for programme withdrawals may need to be reviewed by your
Programme Office or School Office. Once the relevant staff have reviewed your
request, your status will change to Withdrawal, Confirmed

What is my withdrawal date?

Once you have submitted your request, your withdrawal date will be your
submission date (even if the change to your record is not made effective
immediately).

What if 1 can’t answer all the questions on the form?

If there are questions that you are not sure about, e.g. if you do not know what
this request means for your fees, then you can leave the request without
submitting and come back to it later. To return to a partially completed form,
log into SISWeb and then Programme Services. Select My Leave of
Absence/Withdrawal Request and then click on Edit beside your un-
submitted request. Please remember the fee deadlines for programme
withdrawal as your official withdrawal date will be your submissjon date.
