DRIVING: 
• Campus Speed limit is 30 km/h 

• Vehicles using the campus must comply with the Road Traffic Act 

• Coaches may only be brought to campus by prior arrangement with UCD Estate Services 

PARKING 
• Only permit holders may park in permit parking spaces (applies 8:00-17:00 Mon-Fri, during 

term time; Sept – May. See website for dates) 

• Visitor parking spaces are hourly paid (see signs in car parks for hours when applicable) 

• Vehicles may only be parked in designated parking spaces and are parked at owner’s risk 

• Vehicles left unattended for more than three weeks will be deemed abandoned and may be 
removed 

• Wheel clamping is used to facilitate parking management on campus 

• Clamp release fee is indicated by signage in the car parks

Bus stops ate located at: 

• Across from Merville & Glenomena Student Residences (grid C10, buildings 37 & 28) 

• To the rear of the UCD Sports Centre (grid E4, building 68) 

• At the UCD Village (grid E11, building 79) 

• At the R138  entrance (grids A8, A9)

• Bicycles must be parked in the bicycle racks provided 

• Bicycles attached to trees, railings or handrails will be removed 

• Bicycles may not be brought into buildings 

• Bicycles left unattended for more than three weeks will deemed abandoned and may be 
removed 

• Bicycles are parked at owners risk
