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Section 2: End User Licence for Pseudonymised Datasets

University College Dublin National University of Ireland Dublin (“UCD”) operates the Irish Social Science Data Archive (“ISSDA”) and facilitates access by members of the Designated Community to Datasets. 1. 3. To ensure that strictly only the Lead Researcher, and the Research Team, have access to the Dataset provided under this Licence. The Lead Researcher  shall be responsible for controlling access to the Dataset and the Dataset shall only be accessed by members of the Research Team under the direction of the Lead Researcher. The Lead Researcher shall notify ISSDA of any additional members of the Research Team. 

4.  The use of Online Data Tools, including but not limited to GenAI and AI, in connection with the Dataset is prohibited without prior written approval of ISSDA or, where applicable, the Depositor. The End User acknowledges that the use of such Online Data Tools may compromise data security and enable data transfer to unauthorised parties. ISSDA does not permit access to the Dataset for the purposes of training and/or improving Online Data Tools. 5.
